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1. Complete form OCC 280, Maryland Child Care Credential Application, both front and
back. Attach copies of professional activity and experience documentation, as
required by level. Attach copies of all certificates, transcripts and any other
documentation of training completed.

2. Make a copy of the completed application, documentation of training, professional
activity and experience for your files.
